Dear Friends,
 
I am writing to express my support for a life-saving prayer project that will take place in our
Diocese from September 28th through November 6th. I am hoping that St. Jerome will be
able to join us as we unite with many other cities for a peaceful, prayerful, pro-life outreach
called 40 Days for Life. We pray that this effort will mark the beginning of the end of
abortion in our community.

40 Days for Life is a focused pro-life campaign that generates measurable life-saving
results. So far, 40 Days for Life campaigns have been conducted in over 8,000 communities
in 64 nations. More than 22,000 children have been reported as saved from abortion. Local
abortion numbers have dropped as much as 28%. Post-abortive women (and men) are
finding healing and forgiveness. Almost 5,000 people prayed at one of our three vigil sites
in the Diocese since 40 Days for Life began in 2008 in Pinellas and 2010 in Hillsborough. 

40 Days for Life is cross-denominational, faith-based effort made up of three components:
