Did I willfully entertain impure
thoughts or feelings? Did I commit impure acts, alone or with others? Did I take contraceptive
or abortifacient pills, or use other artificial means in order to prevent conception?
Did I steal or damage another's property? How much? Have I made reparation for the
damages done? Have I been honest in my business relations?
Did I tell lies? Did I sin by slander? By detraction - telling unknown grave faults of others
without necessity? Did I judge others rashly in serious matters? Have I tried to make
restitution for any damage of reputation that I have caused?
