Dear Parishioners,

Today’s Gospel could be seen as an example of what 
St. Paul is explaining in the second reading. First, he tells us 
that the resurrection of Christ is not the end of God’s reign, 
but the beginning. Since death came into the world with the 
sin of Adam, Christ’s death saved us from sin and his 
resurrection saves us from death. Now that he is risen, he 
will complete his reign over all creation, meaning that 
everything in creation that turned away from God will now 
be subject to God. Since Christ had to die before he could 
rise, the last enemy to be subjected is death; so too do we 
have to die before we can rise.

When all this happens, everything will show God’s glory. God will be seen in all of
creation. Jesus will be seen as equal to the Father, not just a man, but the Son of God.
The Gospel gives us the image of a king on his throne, surrounded by his subjects. And
then comes the final judgment.
The rest of the Gospel is symbolic description of that judgment. I always thought the
point of this parable was that we recognize God in the poor, the sick, the homeless,
prisoners, etc. But the people in the parable who helped all those in need did not
recognize Christ in the needy. That’s why he tells them that whatever we do for “these
least ones,” we do for Christ.
That is actually good news, because it is not always easy to recognize Christ in others. 
I used to think that once I start seeing Christ in all people, I’ll be more willing to help
them. But it also works the other way. When you help someone in need, you begin to
see Christ there, too. This means that we cannot use not seeing Christ in others as an
excuse to put off helping them. (“Sure, I’ll help those drug addicts—as soon as I see
Jesus in them.”) Whether it is a death-row prisoner or a homeless family, we need to
take that leap of faith to help, not knowing if we will ever see Christ in them. Remember,
God forgives and saves us because we need God, not because we deserve it.

4 Ways to Prepare a Quiet Advent NOW: How to make the Christmas Season Less Stressful

Every year around around this time, I long to slow down, create space, quiet my heart, and find rest.
Perhaps I am weary from the toll of this chaotic world. Perhaps I need to step back from the whirlwind
of everyday life and realign my priorities. Perhaps my soul is ready to once again enter into the season
of Advent—the season of prayer and penance, waiting and watching for the coming of Jesus.
Advent is the perfect liturgical season for my longing. I wait for the light and warmth of Christ to
illuminate the darkness of the world, which can weigh so heavily on my heart. For just as the dawn
comes after the long, dark hours of night, Jesus comes to bring light and love, to dwell among us.
By the tender mercy of our God, the dawn from on high will break upon us, to give light to those
who sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet into the way of peace. (Luke
1:78-79) Perhaps you experience this longing, too?

Advent Invites Us In
Advent ushers in a new liturgical year, a new opportunity to return to the Lord. Advent invites us
to encounter Christ in the simple manger in Bethlehem. It encourages us to recreate that manger
scene in our own hearts, putting Christ at the center of our lives once again.
Below are four ways to prepare for a quiet Advent season starting now:

1. Center on Christ
The most necessary aspect of the Advent season is prayer. How do we want to pray this Advent?
How do we want to grow in our worship of the newborn King? Do we want to:

2. Stay Rooted in Tradition
There are many rich liturgical traditions throughout the Advent season. One temptation can be to
think we have to do them all. This can lead to overwhelm or busyness, and can distract us from
our real desire for quiet and peace.  May I suggest a simple plan?

3. Tackle To-Dos
Often, we don’t start Christmas to-dos until Advent. This creates unnecessary tension in our
hearts, as our desire for quiet is confronted with a busy to-do list that seems impossible to
complete in such a short amount of time. This year, let’s try something new. From now until the
first Sunday of Advent, let’s work on accomplishing some
