A beloved annual tradition of many Catholics in preparation for Christmas is the
Blessing of the Bambinelli.  First instituted by St. John Paul II, on the third or fourth
Sunday of Advent,  parishioners are encouraged to bring the baby Jesus (Bambinelli)
from each of their Nativity sets to Mass for a special blessing.  Now celebrated in
other churches around the world, this Advent tradition is a way for children to
connect their Nativity scene at home to the celebration of Christmas at their church.

Mary is closely associated with the season
of Advent, no doubt because of her ability
to listen deeply and to respond
generously. There are two major feast
days dedicated to Mary during this
season - Mary as patroness of the United
States under the title of the Immaculate
Conception (Dec. 8) and as patroness of
the Americas in her title as Our Lady of
Guadalupe (Dec. 12). What a wonderful
guide she is for us in these final days as
we prepare for the celebration of Jesus‘
nativity. I love the detail Luke includes in
his gospel that as Mary witnessed the
visit of the shepherds and their tale of the
proclamation of the angels, 
“she kept all these things 
and pondered them in her 
heart.” Luke 2:19 
Each year, I hope that 
my heart may be more 
like hers. I pray that 
yours may be as well.
