I didn’t realize how easy it would be to feel like I didn’t belong
in church as a mother with small children. 
There was a season when managing the boys in church was
particularly exasperating. I was pretty consistently concerned
about what other people thought of us (disapproving looks
when they can’t sit still and being told multiple times where 
the crying room was when we were taking our seats with our 
children (who were not crying) didn’t help). 
On one particular day, exasperated as usual managing the
boys, I heard the Lord’s encouragement deep in my soul as I
sat there…. “Look around you. Do you see all of these people? 
They are my children. I love them. 
"But they didn’t invite you to their house. I invited you to mine.”
I haven’t been the same since. I was truly set free as a mother. 
I was invited by the Father to step into the freedom of 
remembering my sons’ belonging in the church. I have seized 
the truth with confidence that the Lord doesn’t invite my sons 
into His house and expect them not to come as they are (Matthew 19:14). 
Do I remove them when they are a true disturbance? Absolutely. Do we try in every moment to
teach them reverence and respect in every way possible for their little hearts? Absolutely. 
But no disapproving look, no amount of sweating through my dress, no subconscious feeling
that I should be ashamed for my sons wiggling will shake me from the knowledge of whose
house I’m in when I’m in church with my sons ever again.
