We are excited to remind you that Parish Center renovations begin theweek of May 4.

What is being done: This is more than just upgrading the existing bathrooms – we
will have a small gathering spacewith store front doors as you enter, 2 ADA/Family
bathrooms, the floor issueswill be fixed permanently, a new space for small
meetings, etc. Many of our adult ministrieswill bemoving to the Parish Center for
their meetings due to the newmeeting space, updated bathrooms, etc. This is a very
exciting undertaking for our community!
Closures: Starting May 1, the Parish Center meeting spaceswill be closed down for
meetings and gatherings. Maintenancewill finish prepping the Parish Center to be
fenced off to begin the construction work. During this time all meetings on the
propertywill be at our other buildings. The only gathering allowedwill be in the
kitchen on Mondaymorningswhen our Homeless Ministry cooks andmakesmeals
for Pinellas Hope. Thankfully, there is access from the outside so their group can
continue to care for and serve the homeless, because the kitchen will be closed off
from the inside by closing the doors, serving windows, and installing a dust barrier.
How it starts: The first steps of the construction processwill be demolition of the
concrete around the existing breezeway and installing the fence around the front of
the Parish Center. Then theywill remove themiddle storage space and clean out the
existing bathrooms. This processwill take a fewweeks to complete.

We thank you for your ongoing support and flexiblity during thesemuch needed
renovations!
